
If you miss three practices without informing one of the coaches/mentors ahead of time unless
its an emergency. You will be released from the program.
If you miss three practices before a tournament or an event you will not be allowed to participate
in the event.
If we have to stop practice or a meeting three times to discipline any participant, you will be sent
home and will not be allowed to participate that day.
If we have any issues with any participants using alcohol or illegal drugs or disrespecting. any of
the coaches, mentors or other teammates. You will not be allowed to travel out of town for the
next event.
There will be no inappropriate language used at any time. If you violate this rule at practice you
will have to do SO push ups each time. If we're outside of practice we will deal with the issue at
that time.
It will be mandatory for all players participating in a tournament/event to get a haircut and
maintain a certain level of personal appearance.
All graduating seniors it will be mandatory for you to fill out your (fasfa) and turn in a copy of
your {unofficial) transcripts by March of their graduating year.
All juniors (rising seniors) will be required to take the SAT or ACT at least once an obtain a
satisfactory score to coincide with your core grades to register for the NCAA Clearinghouse the
summer going into your senior year.
There will be {NO) complaining to the officials or arguing with your teammates or coaching staff
at any time. If you receive a warning or a technical for your conduct you will sit for a half before
you can re-enter the game.

We
will not tolerate (ANY) unprofessional conduct out of town because wherever we are you're not
only representing yourself, your representing your parents and this program.
